WHAT ABOUT YOU AND SATAN? 

 Doubt, denial, and disobedience— it is still Satan’s way. If he can 

entice you to rationalize God’s Word, you will soon be denying it; and   

ultimately you will disobey it. Let us pray that God will help each of us to 

be aware of Satan’s plan for us lest he destroy our faith by his subtle     

warfare. 

TO WHOM DO YOU BELONG? 

 What do we mean when we say a thing is holy? Look at your    

Bible and it says “Holy Bible.” What makes it holy? The land of Israel is 

called “The Holy Land” and the city of Jerusalem is called “The Holy 

City.” Why? There is a quality about all three that they share in common. 

They all belong to God: the Bible is God’s book, Israel is God’s land, and         

Jerusalem is God’s city. They are all God’s property!  

 Satan is a master at taking the blessings of God and twisting 

them into something that brings a curse instead. If given the chance, he’ll      

convince you to seek the blessings of marriage outside the bonds of      

marriage...to exchange the worship of the Creator for the worship of the 

creation...to substitute what is convenient in place of what is obedient. 

The temptation will be cunning; the promise, inviting. But as Adam and 

Eve discovered the painful consequences will far outweigh the temporary 

pleasures.  

 For many Christians, resisting temptation is difficult because they 

do not want to discourage it completely. God has promised to pro-

vide an avenue of escape (1 Corinthians 10:13), but it will not help if you 

keep  leaving a forwarding address!
